Anglican chaplaincies were established in Brazil in 1810, with missionary work beginning in 1889, after the separation of Church and State. The Province is one of the few Portuguese speaking churches in the Communion and became autonomous in 1965. 

Following the establishment of the independent Province of Uganda the region became known as the 'Province of Rwanda, Burundi, and Zaire’.  In 1992, the three countries of the united Province each gained independence under their own individual Metropolitan Archbishop. In 1997, the church became known as the Province of the Anglican Church of the Congo. 

The Province of Southern Africa is the oldest in Africa with the first Bishop appointed in 1847.  It includes the Foreign and Commonwealth Office (St Helena and Tristan da Cunha), Mozambique (Lebombo and Niassa), the Republic of Namibia, the Kingdom of Lesotho, the Kingdom of Swaziland and Angola.

Nigeria is the second largest province in the Anglican Communion and is organised into 10 ecclesiastical provinces.  The administrative headquarters are in Abuja. 

Anglicanism was introduced to South America during the nineteenth century. In 1974, the Archbishop of Canterbury gave over his metropolitical authority for the dioceses of the Southern Cone and, in 1981, the new Province was formed, it includes Argentina, Bolivia, Chile, Paraguay, Peru, and Uruguay.   

The Church in South India was inaugurated by the union of the South India United Church and the southern Anglican diocese of the Church of India, Burma, Ceylon, and the Methodist Church in South India.

Oswald, King, martyr, 601-642. Exiled to Iona at age of ten and was educated there by the monks for eighteen years.  Returned to Northumbria as king and his set up his cross at Hexham defeating his enemies.  He brought missionary monks from Iona and Aidan became his bishop and his friend.  Oswald often interpreted for Aidan, who was not fluent in English and gave him Holy Island for his community.  Bede describes Oswald as “a merciful and just king” who promoted peace in the kingdom. 	John Mason Neale

	John Mason Neale died on 6 August 1866, the Festival of the Transfiguration. He is commemorated by the Anglican churches on the following day, 7 August. Neale was ordained in 1842 and co-founded of the Society of Saint Margaret, an order of women in the Church of England dedicated to nursing the sick. Neale translated the Eastern liturgies into English and wrote a mystical and devotional commentary on the Psalms. However, he is best known as a hymnwriter and, especially, translator, having enriched English hymnody with many ancient and mediaeval hymns translated from Latin and Greek.

	Born in Spain and became an Augustinian friar and Founder of the ‘Order of Preachers’ (Dominicans or Black Friars).  The Dominicans started as a small group of preachers tasked to convert the heretical Cathars.  Under Simon de Montfort’s military crusade, the Cathars were overcome and the Dominicans developed into a new Order which received official approval in 1217.  The movement spread throughout Christendom.

Mary Sumner, Founder of the Mothers’ Union 


	The mother of ‘the Mothers’ Union”.  Mary was 57 and an Archdeacon’s wife when she spoke at a Church Congress in 1885 and called for a new movement for women.  Mary travelled England (her own children being married and independent) addressing meetings, drafting rules, leaflets and membership cards.  By 1892 there were 28 diocesan branches, 1550 branches and over 60,000 members.  With Mary Sumner as President and Queen Victoria as patron, it spread to Australia, Canada, India and later to the West Indies, Japan, S America and Africa.

Shaped by the Scottish Reformation which was followed by over a century of alternating between an Episcopal or Presbyterian national church. The 1689 Revolution established the national Church of Scotland as Presbyterian and an independent non-established Scottish Episcopal Church was formed.

	One of the seven deacons of Rome in the time of Pope Sixtus II; Laurence was responsible for the care of church property and for administering alms to the poor.  Laurence was ordered to produce an inventory of Church treasures, for the Emperor; he then sold sacred vessels and gave the money to the poor, telling the Prefect of Rome “These (the halt, lame, blind) are my treasures”.  Under the persecution of Valerian, the Pope and four deacons were executed; Laurence was executed four days after the Pope.

Maximilian Kolbe was born on 8 January 1894 in Poland and died on 14 August 1941.  A Polish Conventual Franciscan, who volunteered to die in place of a stranger in the German death camp of Auschwitz, located in German-occupied Poland during World War II. He was active in promoting the veneration of the Immaculate Virgin Mary, founding and supervising the monastery of Niepokalanów near Warsaw. Kolbe was canonized on 10 October 1982 by Pope John Paul II, and declared a Martyr of charity.

Tuesday  20  August                   St Bernard of Clairvaux 

The son of a Crusader, at age 22 he entered the monastery at Citeaux with 39 companions, including his brothers and friends. He later became abbot of a new foundation, Clairvaux, introducing a new and austere rule, which was adapted by many other monasteries reacting to the more lax Benedictine houses in France. Bernard rose to great power and influence.  He attacked the monks of Cluny for their worldliness, opposed the teaching of Peter Abelard, preached two Crusades and undertook a mission against the Cathars.  At his death, there were more than four hundred Cistercian monasteries in Europe.

Augustine’s adaptation of classical thought to Christian teaching created a theological system of great power and lasting influence. Friday  30 August           John Bunyan, spiritual writer 1628-1688

A Bedfordshire tinker who mended pots, pans and farm implements.  His only reading matter was probably the Bible.  After his dramatic conversion he joined the Bedford Meeting of Dissenters and after the Restoration (of Charles II) was arrested as “a dangerous and notorious Dissenter”.  He refused to give up preaching and was sent to the county gaol where he remained from 1660-1672.  During this period, he wrote “Grace Abounding” (auto biographical) and part of “Pilgrim’s Progress”.  This allegory of Christian’s journey through life, written in the English of the Authorised Version of the Bible, has become a classic of religious writing.
